Minutes of the April 19, 2010 Meeting 
I.
 Executive Board Summary
Discussions about possible fundraising activities that have been proposed by various people took place.  These included gift cards, barter trades, sport signs, etc.
The Winter Sports banquet was discussed, in general there was a positive response to getting all the teams together for the awards ceremony.  Of course, there was a complaint that this wasn’t a dinner which individual teams have done in the past.  But the Booster Club board is not considering changing this approach for the near future.
The Spring Sports banquet details were discussed, but no firm dates or agendas resulted.

The Golf Outing’s $2000 deposit has not yet been refunded.

FUNDRAISING
Laura Weygandt was not in attendance but had sent several emails about selling “sports signs” to raise money.  Tami Whitehead mentioned that football had tried it, and was successful the 1st year (sold 40), but unsuccessful the next (only 4, as several players already had their signs).   She also mentioned Jack Rabbit signs might be able to do it cheaper.

It was hoped that if all sports were to participate, then it might be a sustainable fundraising project.  The key is to get someone to co-ordinate the effort amongst the sports, and without a co-ordinator, it won’t work.  It was hoped that Laura would take on that job.

BUDGET/FINANCIAL
Treasurer Jack Hindman was not in attendance, but Dot briefly discussed the Treasury report. The monthly balance sheet summary showed all sports have positive balances.   Gayle Weed was not attending, but she had told Jack that Prestonwood would refund the $2000 deposit for the Golf Event, however Jack has not yet received the refund. 

The Fun Run shows a current profit of $2700, but there are a few outstanding bills which the club had not yet received.

Track and Field is doing a relatively expensive dinner, on their own, and there has been some confusion as to whether this was sponsored by the Booster Club, which it is not.  The confusion is that the checks for the dinner are being made out to the Booster Club.
Allison Estes discussed the changes this year to the Booster Club scholarships this year.  Applications for these scholarships ($1000 each for 1 man and 1 woman) is on the Booster Club website as well as in the school office.  For some reason, not many athletes send in applications, so part of the changes were to make it very easy to apply.
Tami Whitehead mentioned that football has done a Stadium Pride day and is looking for help financially for the materials used for the stadium cleanup.  She also wondered if other teams who play in the stadium would like to participate.
Tami also asked about the suggestion at a previous meeting about selling reserved seats and/or parking at stadium events.  Unfortunately this idea has not been pursued further by the Booster Club – no co-ordinator has volunteered.
