Minutes of the August 26, 2008 Meeting 

I. CALL TO ORDER

President Verlin Youd called meeting to order at 7:03 PM.  Verlin welcomed all; special welcome to first-time attendees.  We went around the room to do introductions.   

II.
MINUTES 

Secretary Pete Burke noted the June minutes were e-mailed to the Club distribution list and asked for amendments.  None were cited.  Dot Vlasic moved to accept the minutes.  Ed Garcia seconded.  All approved.
III.
FINANCE
Treasurer Ed Garcia cited the financial statements which were distributed.  The July reconciliation is complete.  Balances are reflected in the financial statements.

Ed asked about Diving and Volleyball…if their discretionary balances have been negative for over four years, do we zero them and start over?  Verlin cited the vote from the June meeting in which it was decided to proceed with erasing the old negative balances.  Ed will reverify the balances of Swimming, Diving and Volleyball.

II. SPORTS RESULTS

Tami Whitehead said Football is doing better.  There are 94 players on the roster, including 32 freshmen.  The new weight room equipment is getting a lot of use.  We will also be covered in a new website, www.highschoolot.com .  620 The Bull is broadcasting the Jordan game live from Falcons Stadium, with a setup not unlike Gameday on ESPN.

Alison Estes said W. Golf has 10 players, and finished 2nd to Athens Drive by 3 strokes.

Soccer:  Varsity won 2 games and tied 1; JV won twice last week.  V Soccer has 22 players.

Cross Country has 225 runners as of August 26.  The team swept boys and girls JV and V events at the Providence Invitational.  Team is ranked #25 in the nation, #2 in North Carolina.    

Volleyball is rated “Team to Watch” in the News & Observer, and defeated Cardinal Gibbons today.  V is 2-2 and JV is undefeated.
Women’s Tennis is currently undefeated.

V.
FUNDRAISING
 Laura Weygand said the 50/50 is driving the capital fund for Baseball, and is a good fundraiser for the Falcon Club.  Senior Night is October 31, when the fall 50/50 drawing will be held.  Winner will receive up to $2,500.  Each team’s discretionary account receives 10% of what the team sells.  The spring 50/50 grossed $2,600.  Tami said sales can spike with parents working the stands at athletic events.  Verlin asked Ray Braun to please help recruit volunteers for gameday sales.  
Concessions – sports which are being supported by concession sales are required to staff the stands first, and can get backfill assistance from other sports.  Students can help in the concession stands but should not be allowed to handle money.  Sarah Shirey asked if students can help sell 50/50 tickets and Coach Bissette said WCPSS policy prohibits this.  Verlin asked Tami to build a staffing model for the football season for concessions.  Mickey asked Ray to create a student volunteer list as well.

Verlin reminded all of the Super Bowl ticket raffle.  500 tickets will be sold, $50 each.  First prize is two tickets to Super Bowl XLIII in Tampa in February 2009; second prize is a 42” HDTV.  Tickets are sold at all home football games, or can be obtained from Anne Lloyd at Anne.Lloyd@martinmarietta.com

SPORTS PASSES 

108 sold as of August 25.  New form is working well.  Many people are asking for Falcon Club information.  Laura Weygandt gave Pete a list of e-mails for people wanting to receive e-mails from the Club.  
VII. SPONSORSHIP
Lori Devine reported sponsorship funds and barter/in-kind totals to date.  Verlin reminded all of the drive for each Club participant to recruit one new sponsor.

VIII. ATHLETIC DIRECTOR UPDATE
Friday’s football game will feature recognition of AT&T for their generous gift of the new sound system in the stadium.  

“Tiff & Biff” now own Ralph’s Italian Ices; GHHS used to get 20% of the proceeds from gameday sales but they need electricity.  Tami noted Maui Wowi did well at the first two games last year, then it rained the next two.  Product is a good idea at the games.  Tami will contact vendor; Mickey needs a copy of their liability certificate before they can set up.  Andy’s Cheesesteaks is interested too, but they’ve had multiple management changes recently so they need to stabilize first.  Smithfield’s Chicken ‘n’ BBQ is also interested in looking into a relationship.  

 Coaches’ Mark software is being used by a few teams, and those using it are giving positive feedback.  Mickey wants all teams set up by this time next year.  Most WCPSS high schools have it.  Ed Perry said he’s not having success getting the old website changed over to the new one.  He needs contacts to link the school (Judy Lutter) to the Falcon Club.  Mickey and Ed will investigate to see if the Falcon Club website can link with Coaches’ Mark.
XI.  
WEIGHT ROOM
Weight room was approved with the understanding that ½ of the funding was secured.  Super Bowl raffle is a big part of the funding.  Falcon Club committed to loan money to pay the vendor, with that to be reimbursed to the Club.   Hendrick Chevrolet gift will be used  toward this.  Verlin said the people who were sponsoring the weight room have not been to the last two meetings and said Tami Whitehead and Anne Lloyd are pinch-hitting for them at the meetings.  
X.
OTHER ITEMS

Voting policy:  there is a proposal that each sport carry one vote at meetings.  The bylaws currently say that only the Executive Committee can vote.  Ray Braun said Cross Country, due to its size, would need to be recognized as men’s and women’s teams.  Varsity sports would get votes.  We also need to decide and formalize what would constitute a quorum regarding the number of teams represented at meetings and/or voting.  Verlin said the Board would still need to vote individually; Board cannot vote as a “team” and as the Board.  Ray moved that we re-examine the Bylaws and formally propose change.  Sara Shirey seconded.  Motion carried.

Cheerleading needs raincoats, duffle bags, and ‘spirit materials:”  megaphones, paper, etc.  Also need choreography and music for competitions.  These efforts can be a fundraising proposition too.  Cheerleading would like to make purchases of said needs with discretionary funds.  There is a Tri-8 Conference competition, and they are looking toward a cheerleading clinic for middle schools too.  Board approves.

Executive Board Positions – Ed Garcia will continue on as Treasurer; he is no longer facing relocation.  For next year we will experience multiple vacancies and will need candidates to fill the positions of President, Secretary, VP of Marketing and PR, VP of Fundraising and VP for Corporate Sponsors.  Please give serious consideration …

XI.
AROUND THE ROOM     
Tami recommended we look into PayPal for donations, Sports Passes, etc.  Ed said this could require another, separate account at the bank; need to check with Wachovia.  Ed Garcia and Ed Perry will investigate.

There are no applicants for the men’s Lacrosse coach vacancy.  Mickey will re-post the position on the WCPSS site.  

Can the portable defibrillators be available to travel?  Mickey said that would be very difficult since there is usually something going on all the time on campus.  Mickey asked if the Club can look into obtaining a third which could travel with teams.  This would also require user-training and investigating logistics.  Mickey will discuss with Coach Everett.

Tami said Football Programs are a great way to highlight Seniors from all fall sports, not just Football.  Senior parents or team coaches from the other sports need to be sure to get names and photos to Tami for publication in the programs (with participant permission, of course).
