IV.        SPORTS REPORT
Mickey Bissette discussed the Wachovia Cup which is an award given to the high school which accumulates the most points in ALL sports for the school year.   This Fall, Green Hope was in 1st place in North Carolina which is the highest ever for Green Hope in the Fall (previously 2nd was best).   High schools receive points based on their final standings in the state championships (top 8 places receive points).

For Green Hope’s winter sports, women’s basketball is doing extremely well – 1st place in conference and undefeated.  Wrestling is also doing well in several tournaments this year.

FUNDRAISING
Susan Youd discussed the updates on the Fun Run.   A couple of volunteers who have been helping out had to quit for personal reasons.  As of now, only 4 people have signed up to run, but the race is still over 6 weeks away.   Much as been done, getting the timing, T-shirts, city approvals, etc.  The kids fun run (400 meter) was scrapped.   The race will start and end at Green Hope, ending in the football stadium.   A website for volunteers to signup will be setup this week, linked to other websites – school and booster.  A course leader is what is really needed right now.   With costs of about $1000, a least 50 runners are needed to break even.   She is hoping for 200 runners.   With the 1st ever Cary Marathon schedule for the end of March, it is hoped that our race will serve as a good warmup to the marathon.

Gayle Weed was not in attendance to discuss the updates to the Golf Outing.   But others stated the date is Monday March 15th at the Prestonwood Country Club.   Volunteers are needed, about 28 teams will be able to participate in this 4 player Captain’s Choice event.

Treasurer Jack Hindman was not in attendance, but sent out the Treasury summary report. The monthly balance sheet summary showed all sports have positive balances.   There is approximately $24,700 in sports funds and $19,000 in the general fund.
